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South Florida's Haitian Community Marks the 5th
Anniversary of the Ilevastatmg Haltl Quake

LITTLE HAITI -- Five
years ago, on January 12,
2010, the lives of millions
of Haitians were changed
forever. A massive 7.0
earthquake struck the capi-
tal city of Port-au-Prince,
making it the most devasta-
ting natural disaster in its
recorded history. The earth-
quake killed over 160,000
people and destroyed more
than 250,000 homes and
30,000 businesses, leaving
1.5 million people home-
less.

This tragic day will never
be  forgotten.  People
throughout the Haitian
communities in Southern
Florida won't forget the 37

seconds that changed mil-
lions of lives forever. They
still remember loved ones
who were lost and they ho-
nored their memories on
January 12, 2015 during an
organized silent march.

This year's fifth anniversary
of that tragic day was com-
memorated in a way that
was different than previous
years. For the first time,
organizers, included Sant
La, Fanm Ayisyen Nan
Miami, Veye Yo, and the
local branch of SEIU,
joined forces to organize
one event.

PORT-AU-PRINCE -- The
Haitian parliament was dis-
solved on Tuesday (Jan 13)
after the failure of last-ditch
negotiations for a deal to
extend the terms of its mem-
bers to avert a political crisis
in the Caribbean country.

Haiti has not held legislative
or municipal elections for
three years, and the lack of a
working parliament effec-
tively leaves President
Michel Martelly to rule by
decree.

Martelly launched last-
minute negotiations, but
failed to convince a group of
opposition  senators  to
approve a U.S.-sanctioned
plan to extend parliamentary
terms for several months
until new elections can be
held.

On Tuesday, the United
Nations "Core Group,"
which includes countries
working closely with Haiti,
such as the United States,
Brazil, Canada, and the

European Union, issued a
statement saying it "deplores
the fact that the Haitian par-
liament has become dys-
functional," while offering
its support for Martelly.

"In these exceptional cir-
cumstances, the 'Core
Group' trusts that the
Executive and all the politi-
cal actors will act with
responsibility and restraint,"
it added.

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Maureen Duvalier, Bahamas cuitural icon, niece
of 1ate Haiti's dictator ‘Papa Doc’, Dies at 88

Nassau, Bahamas - Maureen
Duvalier , Bahamas cultural pioneer
and niece of the late Haiti’s dictator
Francois "Papa Doc" Duvalier, is
dead. She was 88-year-old.

Ms. Duvalier passed away on Friday,
December 19, 2014. Funeral services
ere held on Sunday, January 4, at
2:30 p.m. at St. Agnes Church,
Baillou Hill Road.

Ms. Duvalier was an entertainer
extraordinaire. She was known as
"Bahama Mama" and "Calypso
Mama" and hailed as a pioneer of
Junkanoo. Maureen was born on
May 14, 1926 on Burial Ground
Corner. Her father was the late
Eustace Edward Duvalier, born in
Inagua (the southernmost district of
the Bahamas, comprising the islands
of Great Inagua and Little Inagua).
He was the second brother of
Francois "Papa Doc" DuValier, past
president of Haiti.

Maureen recalls visiting Haiti as a
child during the summers. She got to
know her family quite well during
these visits. Later on in life, while
performing on a cruise ship,
Maureen received the royal treatment
with full private escorts, at the invita-
tion of her uncle Papa Doc DuValier.

Maureen grew up mainly with her
godparents Bert Cambridge and his
wife Dorris. Her early childhood
education began at the Sands School,
which was located opposite the now
Ministry of Education building on
Shirley Street. There her contralto
voice was favored and was often-
times utilized by her teacher for
reciting poems to her classmates. The
church also played an important part
in her development and appreciation
of music. Godfather Bert Cambridge
would help to mold her talents as a

young vocalist.

Bert, a prominent musician and
recipient of many awards was a
member of the Chocolate Dandies
group and also headed his own
orchestra for a time. Regular
rehearsals held at his home provided
Maureen the opportunity to learn
songs from lead sheets lying around
the practice area. In picking up these
lead sheets, Maureen sharpened her
sol-fa skills, and on occasion was
invited to rehearse with the band. Big
band and other popular music of the
day would permeate the home during
these early years.

Maureen enjoyed this time in her
childhood, and was kept very busy
with singing, sewing, and her school-
work. Her time of worship was
shared between Salem Baptist
Church, where her godmother was a
member, and St. Agnes Anglican
Church, where her godfather was a
member.

She began her work as an entertainer
with Freddie Munnings, Sr. at the

Their group would
go on to win the first place trophy. At
this time her only album, "Calypso
Mama" was made.

Maureen has represented the
Ministry of Tourism in 40 US states.
She and Eloise Lewis spent many
years travelling, promoting tourism

contribution to The Bahamas.

Formally retired from entertainment,
she came out of retirement to per-
form two or three nights a week at
the Atlantis Resort, Paradise Island.

Maureen's memories of her career
are almost all good. For that reason,
she says that the only bad experi-
ence, which happened in the
Midwest USA when a promoter left
them stranded, stands out in her
mind. This experience however still
turned out to be a partly good memo-
ry, due to the assistance of a police
officer who rescued them, providing
transportation, room and board until
the group returned home.

She
believed that her many gifts were
God-given; her real joy, she said,
came from making others happy.

She was a spirited, loveable person
and an entertainer-to-the-very-end.
She will be sorely missed.

Rupert Murdoch weighs in on 2016, calls Romney 'a terrible candidate’

Rupert Murdoch weighed in on the 2016 presidential
race during a public appearance at the Manhattan
Institute on Wednesday, praising Jeb Bush and writing
off Mitt Romney as "a terrible candidate."

In a conversation with Fox News analyst Judith
Miller, a senior fellow at the institute, the News
Corp./21st Century Fox chairman talked extensively
about the prospective Republican field. Excerpts were
relayed to us by our colleague Maggie Haberman.

Asked if he had a favorite candidate yet, Murdoch
replied, "No." But he did say, "I like Jeb Bush very
much."

Murdoch also expressed admiration for Rand Paul: "I
personally like Rand Paul very much, and I am very
impressed by his brain," he said. Though he was skep-
tical about Paul's foreign policy platform, "which is
frankly a major issue," he commended the Kentucky
senator for '"campaigning on the theory that
Washington is too big."

"I think he will do well enough to move the debate,"
Murdoch said. He added, "I don't think he will win. ...
I would be very surprised if he won the nomination."

Keith Rupert Murdoch

Murdoch was less kind toward Mitt Romney, who is
considering a third bid for the Republican nomination
after failed attempts in 2008 and 2012.

"l rather agree with the [Wall Street] Journal this

morning, which sort of lacerated Romney," Murdoch
said in reference to an editorial in the paper, which he
owns. "He had his chance, he mishandled it, you
know? I thought Romney was a terrible candidate."

Murdoch also hit Romney for winning the nomination
"by destroying every other Republican with his own
money" and for failing to deflect criticism that he was
"super rich."

On Chris Christie: "I wouldn't write off Chris Christie
at all. ... We will just see how he handles himself."

On Scott Walker: "He will be an interesting candi-
date," though Murdoch questioned his charisma.

On Paul Ryan, who has said he will not run: "He's
only 44 ... [he has] plenty of time."

And finally, Ted Cruz: "I've met [him], quite an expe-
rience," Murdoch said to laughter. "He's smart. ... [but
there's] a record of very questionable political judg-
ment, so we will see."

Martelly, whose term in
office runs out next year, last
month tried to calm opposi-
tion critics by appointing
former Port-au-Prince
Mayor Evans Paul as the
new prime minister, but the
parliament shunned his pick
and refused to ratify him.

"I was expecting to be invi-
ted by the parliament. It did
not happen, but it's not me
who refused to introduce
myself," Paul said in an
interview. Now as de facto
prime minister, he said he
still planned to try to form a
new government.

"I've started consultations
with political parties to com-
pose my government, but the
consensus is not easy to get,"
he said.

For weeks, opponents to

the  Thomson  Reuters
Foundation, Paul said he had
to work on securing the trust
of the international commu-
nity.

"It's not easy because the cri-
sis of confidence is based on
a tradition of people not
keeping to their word."

The country's political divi-
sions have led to a "chaotic

atmosphere," he said in an
interview at the prime minis-
ter's official residence late on
Saturday as street protests
continued.

The UN Tuesday called on
all parties "to organize, as
soon as technically feasible,
inclusive, fair, transparent
and equitable elections in
2015," said UN spokesman
Farhan Hagq.

Haiti is scheduled to hold
presidential elections at the
end of the year.

Mitt Romney vs. Jeb Bush vs. Chris Christie

If Mitt Romney really does jump into the presidential
race, he'll join a field already crowded with contempo-
raries who are talking to the same set of voters and the
same donors as he is. Each of these guys - particularly
Gov. Chris Christie (R-N.J.) and former Gov. Jeb Bush
(R-Fla.) - has a theory of their case, a linear scenario that
justifies their presidential flirtations.

Jeb Bush has the simplest case (though not the easiest).
Get voters to forget/acknowledge/embrace his last name.
Endure the primaries and stay above the fray as much as
possible. Run as the responsible candidate in the primary
and on a Middle Class™ renaissance in the general. The
longer the race, the more formidable he becomes. Focus
relentlessly on the governing failures of President
Obama. (Immigration: Obama messed it up for every-
body.) He can beat Hillary Clinton because the demo-
graphics are with him.

With more of his dad's maturity than his mother's moxie,
Jeb Bush has waited his turn. On a national level, he has
not yet truly exposed his political vulnerabilities to the
incantations of movement conservatives. He hasn't real-
ly lost (or won) anything outside of Florida, and this bol-
sters his confidence that he can withstand their criticism.
He thinks he can do as a presidential candidate what he
did as a gubernatorial candidate, and what his brother
did as a Texas gubernatorial candidate: put together a
cross-cutting coalition to include upwardly mobile
minorities (with more than a fair share of Latinos) and
women who do not believe he's a scary conservative.
Bush hopes that voters much prefer a real human with
conservative instincts than a phony conservative with
occasional flashes of human-ness. He will risk losing the
primary to win the general election.

Common Core, he thinks, is an issue that will go away

shortly after the first few primary states. On immigra-
tion, Bush believes, he will have to lead his party where
it knows it needs to go, but so far hasn't been able to
reach.

Bush is an economic conservative who can quickly suck
up the GOP's Southern entrepreneurial money pod, steal
a large portion of the party's New York-Wall Street cash
haulers, and convince the party's wealthy Midwestern
and California donors that his appeal to Latinos makes
him viable in the general election.

Enormous sums of money will keep him viable when he
inevitably dips in the polls after opponents score points
off him at debates; he will play the long game, rather
than the tactical one.

Jeb Bush is Mitt Romney with a heart, a Mitt Romney
who doesn't shed his skin each time the environment
changes. He can win the most viable national candidate
race. He has the fewest edges, and the most obvious vul-
nerability (he's a Bush), so voters know exactly what to
expect.

If establishment Republicans thought Chris Christie was
viable as their nominee, they wouldn't have pressed so
hard for Bush to get in. In a one-on-one race with Hillary
Clinton, Bush focuses on the upper Midwest, and on eth-
nic whites without college degrees who want someone

like them to fight for their interests.

Chris Christie's presidential run is based on the expecta-
tion that voters are fed up with government paralysis and
with the somewhat effete and affected governing style of
President Obama. The combative New Jersey governor
is the most un-Obama like of any of the candidates, in
that he's always described as the "combative New Jersey
governor." So long as he doesn't get caught in the bully
trap, voters will feed off his energy.

His theory of the case counts on Jeb Bush's belly fire
being doused early, and on Bush's donors quickly view-
ing Christie as the second best alternative. Unlike Bush,
Christie will visit the rest of the candidates in their
chicken coop and crack eggshells when he needs to. He
can't hang back; he needs to be viable, in the mix, and
always doing something. Back in 2012, the GOP tried to
get Christie to run because they thought Romney was
too flawed. Christie is Romney with an edge, without an
obvious incentive to pander. And perhaps he can win
New Jersey, too.

Mitt Romney might have been elected president. He was
close to being president. He's been there. He knows how
to run; he knows how to survive a GOP primary, and he's
human now, dammit. He'll take the start of an economy
recovery and kick it into high gear; he'll fix the problems
with ObamaCare. He's got more conservative cred than
he did when he first ran. And he'll win the general, not
with any tricks or extra charm, but simply because vot-
ers won't want to elect Democrats to power anymore.
Chris Christie, Romney will argue, is scandal-plagued
and too mean; Jeb Bush is a Bush who won't survive the
primaries.

We'll see if it works.

Victims of Domestic Violence may be able
to self petition for their green cards!

As amended by the
Violence Against
Women Act (VAWA),
battered spouses, chil-
dren or parents of a citi-
zen or a permanent resi-
dent abuser are eligible
to file an immigrant visa
petition  under  the
Immigration and
Nationality Act (INA).
The VAWA provisions in
the INA allow certain
spouses, children, and
parents of U.S. citizen and certain spouses and chil-
dren of permanent residents (Green Card holders)
to file a petition for themselves, without the
abuser's knowledge. This allows victims to seek
both safety and independence from their abuser,
who is not notified about the filing.

Spouse can file for themselves if they are, or they
were the abused spouse of a U.S. citizen or perma-
nent residents. Spouses may also file as an abused
spouse if their child is the one who has been abused
by their U.S. citizen or permanent resident spouse.
Spouses may also include on their petition their
unmarried children who must be under 21 if they
have not filed for themselves. Parents may file if
they have been abused by their U.S. citizen son or
daughter. Children may file for themselves if they
are under 21, unmarried and have been abused by

their U.S. citizen or permanent resident parent.
Their children may also be included on their peti-
tion. Battered son or daughter may also file for
themselves as a child after age 21 but before age 25
if the son or daughter can demonstrate that the
abuse was the main reason for a delay in filing.

Documents required to demonstrate the qualifying
spousal relationship are subject to marriage certifi-
cate. Also termination of marriage due to death or a
divorce related to the abuser within the 2 years prior
to filing the petition. Or the abuser 's lost or
renounced citizenship or permanent residence sta-
tus within the 2 years prior filing your petition due
to an incident of domestic violence. Or the battered
spouse believes that they were legally married but
the marriage was not legitimate solely because of
the bigamy of the abusive spouse. Battered spouse
must demonstrate that has suffered battery or
extreme cruelty by their U.S. citizen or permanent
resident spouse, or their child has been subjected to
the same cruelty by the abusive spouse.

Children must demonstrate that is the child of the
U.S. or permanent resident abusive parent. The
child must show that the child has suffered battery
or extreme cruelty by the abusive parent; and that
have resided with the abusive parent. Children must
demonstrate to be of good moral character, with an

should demonstrate their relationship. The abusive
son or daughter has to be older than 21 years of age
when self-petition is filed. If the abusive son or
daughter died, petition must be filed within the 2
years of the death of the abusive son or daughter.
Parents must demonstrate that they have suffered
battery or extreme cruelty by their U.S Citizen son
or daughter, that they have resided with their abu-
sive son or daughter and that they have good moral
character.

Battered spouse, children or parent must complete
the Form 1-360, Petition for Amerasian, Widower,
or Special Immigrant, including all supporting doc-
umentation. The form must be filed with the
Vermont Service Center (VSC). Filing immigration
and family documents can be complex and confus-
ing. Make sure to consult a family attorney before
petition for you abusive relative's status.

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Your tax refund could he delayed this year, IRS says

NEW YORK (CNNMoney)
— As much as people may
hate paying taxes, they do
love their refunds.

Normally, the IRS cuts its
refunds checks pretty quick-
ly. But this year, because of
budget cuts, IRS
Commissioner John
Koskinen has warned that
there could be a delay in
issuing them.

People who file paper tax
returns could wait an extra

week for their refund — “or
possibly longer,” wrote IRS
Commissioner John

Koskinen in a memo to
employees Tuesday. And fil-
ers with errors or questions
that require additional
review will also face delays.

Last month, Congress
approved a $10.9 billion
budget for the IRS for fiscal
year 2015, which ends in
June. That’s the lowest level
of funding since 2008,
Koskinen said.

Koskinen said the budget
cuts would result in several
other changes at the agency,
including:

Fewer audits. Due to cuts in
enforcement staff, collection
efforts for individuals and
businesses will be reduced.

Nearly 8 out of 10 taxpayers get refunds

Hiring freeze. The freeze,
plus normal attrition rates,
will result in 3,000 to 4,000
fewer full-time employees at
the agency by the end of
June. Including the head-
count losses incurred since
2010, that means the
agency’s full-time staff will
be reduced by as many as
17,000 employees over the
course of five years.

Less taxpayer help. Cuts in
overtime and temporary staff
hours will not only delay
refunds, but hurt correspon-
dence with taxpayers as
well. Koskinen said it’s like-
ly that fewer than half the
taxpayers that call the
agency will be able to get
through.

A possible two-day shut-

down after tax season. To
minimize disruptions,
Koskinen said a temporary
shutdown, if needed, would
likely occur closer to June.
But, he added, the agency
will do what it can to avoid
this option, which he called
a “last resort.”

Delays in IT investments.
Among the delays, will be
technologies that offer new
taxpayer protections against
identity theft.

Every year, nearly eight out
of 10 U.S. tax filers get a
federal tax refund. The aver-
age amount paid over the
past few years was roughly
$2,800, according to the
most recent IRS data.

Who gets these refunds

varies by income group.
While 84% of those making
less than $50,000 received a
refund in 2012, only 34% of
those making more than
$200,000 did, according to
an H&R Block analysis of
IRS data. But their average
refund — at $12,611 — is
more than six times the aver-
age $2,086 that those in the
lowest income  bracket
received.

Of course, any financial
planner will tell you that a
refund is nothing more than
an interest-free loan to the
government, and that tax fil-
ers would be better off if
they’d had the money during
the year to invest or pay off
debt.

But fear tends to be a bigger
motivator.

“Many people want to make
sure they don’t owe the IRS
money,” said Katherine
Pickering, executive director
of H&R Block’s Tax
Institute. So they err on the
side of having too much
withheld from their pay-
checks.

The other big reason so
many  people  receive

refunds: tax breaks.

For low-income filers, a big

part of their refund is due to
the Earned Income Tax
Credit, which they can claim
as long as they hold a job.
The EITC is an antipoverty
program designed to encour-
age and reward work, and it
primarily benefits workers
who have children.

For those higher up the
income scale, the actions
they take during the year can
make them eligible for more
tax breaks and set them up
for a refund — whether they
buy a house, move to a high-
tax state or city, bump up
their charitable contributions
or make their home more
energy efficient.

So, what do taxpayers do
with all of that refund
money? Last year, the two
most common things people
did were pay bills and make
big-ticket purchases — such
as buying a car or paying for
a vacation, Pickering said. A
small percentage used their
refunds to help pay down a
mortgage or other home
loan.

Conspicuously absent from
most refund recipients’ list,
however: Using the money
to bolster their savings, she
said.

Rally held in Liberty City

following series of shootings
MIAMI - Politicians, police and community leaders
gathered to take their anti-violence message door to
door on the streets of Liberty City.

The event is considered the kickoff of what area
politicians are calling Operation Restoration.

"In order to get to the people who are really doing

the crime, we have to come out to them," said
Miami-Dade County Commissioner Audrey
Edmonson.

The movement is specifically focused on high-crime
areas in Miami-Dade County. The rally follows a
series of shootings in recent weeks.

Community activists said they want change and that
residents are too scared to speak up. Some officials
insist the problem lies in a lack of opportunities.

"Nowhere to go. Nothing to do. So they sedate them-
selves with drugs and they meet like-minded peo-
ple," said Congresswoman Frederica Wilson.

Wilson has even secured a million-dollar grant to
clean up Miami-Dade County's northside district
and beef up crime prevention measures.

Operation Restoration as a whole is bringing sever-
al opportunities back, and local leaders want resi-
dents know they're not backing down.

Man found dead in car

MIAMI-DADE COUNTY, Fla. - A man was found
dead in a car in west Miami-Dade County, police
said.

The body was found at the Golfview apartment com-
plex off Fontainebleau Boulevard and Northwest
97th Avenue.

A witness saw a person inside a dark blue Toyota
Corolla who, according to the witness, was bleeding
from the head. The witness then called 911, Miami-

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Officers arrived at the complex to find a man with
blunt trauma to the head, Detective Daniel Ferrin
said. He was later identified as Carlos Zuloeta, 25.

"The individual was in the driver's seat when he was
found by our detectives," Ferrin said.

It is unknown how long Zuloeta, 25, was in the car.

Miami-Dade police said a medical examiner will
determine the time and cause of death.

No suspects or motive were provided by police.

Men force 16-year-old girl into week

of sex, prostitution, police say
MIAMI - Seven men are accused of forcing a
teenager into a week of sex and prostitution, some-
times with more than one man at a time, police said.

The suspects, ranging in age from 18 to 43, are
accused of forcing a 16-year-old girl into a week of
drug-fueled prostitution. They were identified as
Cornelius Edwards, Mark Evans, Jerome Grace,
Greg Hill, Derrick Powell, Derrick Powell Jr. and
Branden Sands.

According to police reports, the girl's school report-
ed her missing Dec. 4 after she had gotten into a
black Ford Taurus with three other people.

The girl was taken to several locations in northwest
Miami-Dade County, where she was given cocaine,
marijuana and alcohol and then forced to engage in
sex acts with more than 16 men during the course of
a week, police said.

On two occasions, she was forced to have sex with
up to eight men at once, police said.

"She's in a safe place right now," Miami-Dade
County state attorney Katherine Fernandez Rundle
said. "Hopefully we'll learn more and see where we
go with this case."

Florida State lost 20 to 59 the Oregon Ducks and
remains held at the Brevard County Jail complex on
a $25,500 bond, records show. The woman told offi-
cers that she was home with Hall Jan. 1 and was
attacked by Hall several times because of the FSU
loss, reports show.

$3 million lottery ticket found

"Giving Florida Lottery scratch-off tickets as
Christmas gifts is one of my holiday traditions,"
Kelly said. "I always hope to at least win my money
back, and I play to win, but I never expected this."

Man Gets Life Sentence in Murder
of TGI Friday's Cook

A South Florida man has been sentenced to life in
prison for fatally stabbing a cook outside a TGI
Friday's. A Broward County judge sentenced Luke
Chamberlain on Thursday after a jury found him
guilty of murder, the Sun-Sentinel reported.
Authorities say 53-year-old Antoine Gracius was
attacked outside the Pembroke Pines restaurant in
2011 as part of an attempted robbery. Gracius, who
moved to the U.S. from Haiti in 2002, left behind a
wife and nine children. Chamberlain was arrested
after a DNA match was made with blood left at the
scene, police said. Police say Chamberlain had
approached one of Gracius' coworkers in the T.G.I.
Friday's parking lot 20 minutes before the stabbing,
asking him for money. At the time of the murder,
police said they believe Gracius was targeted for his
gold necklace.

All  seven men face
charges of sexual battery at
this time.

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Apres des jours de casse-téte, le
Président de la République a
choisi Evans Paul alias " Konpé
Plim " - " K-Plim " pour les intimes
-, afin de succéder a Laurent
Lamothe qui a démissionné le 14
décembre dernier de son poste de
Premier ministre. Qui est donc le
nouvel homme fort de Ia
République ? L'image qui vient a
l'esprit de tout Haitien quand on
évoque le nom d'Evans Paul, c'est
celle d'un homme toujours aux
postes de combat contre la dic-
tature.

Son pére, Alphonse Paul, de sensibil-
ité fignoliste, est porté disparu un beau
jour de 1958. 1l est élevé par sa mere,
Athémise, qui ne porte pas les
Duvalier dans son cceur. C'est dans
cette ambiance anti-duvaliériste que
grandit Evans.

Treés jeune, il porte 1'étendard de la
révolte contre la dictature. Comme
journaliste a4 Radio Cacique,
dénoncgant a mots couverts les travers
du régime jeanclaudiste et comme dra-
maturge, protestant sur les planches
avec sa troupe de théatre Konmbit
Pitit Kay (KPK) contre les exactions
du systeme. Toujours en termes voilés,
par crainte des représailles de la part
des tontons-macoutes.

Le meurtre par balles de sa sceur
Amenta, alors agée de 16 ans, en
1976, ne fait que le convaincre de la
justesse de son combat. Ce jour-la, a
Radio Cacique, Evans Paul ne met pas
de gants pour pourfendre la barbarie
du systeme. Les sbires du régime,
entendant ce jour-la sa diatribe radio-
phonique, n'attendent pas longtemps
pour se jeter comme des fauves sur la
radio. Le journaliste 1'échappe de
justesse.

Il vit un second drame dans la méme
année I'assassinat de Gasner
Raymond le ler juin 1976, journaliste
célebre de I'hebdomadaire indépen-
dant Le Petit Samedi Soir. Un drame
qui renforce son militantisme.

Profitant du " dégel " 1974-1980 "
imposé " par 1'¢lection du démocrate
Jimmy Carter (1977-1981), il se lie
aux autres opposants anti-duval-
iéristes, membres de la presse
indépendante, responsables des for-
mations politiques, organisations des
droits de 'homme qui pointent timide-
ment leur nez.

On est vers la fin des années 70,
moments qui correspondent a la chute
des dictatures un peu partout dans le
monde. Cette conjoncture interna-
tionale conforte Paul et d'autres mili-
tants dans la lutte pour l'instauration
de la démocratie dans leur pays. Dans
son esprit rassembleur, il se rend a
New York pour rencontrer les exilés
haitiens, les opposants historiques.
C'est ne pas avoir froid aux yeux car a
son retour, le 16 octobre 1980, il est
arrété, conduit aux Casernes
Dessalines et torturé. " Quatre-vingt
coups de baton ", se rappelle-t-il.
Libéré, il est contraint trois ans plus
tard a I'exil. Son retour clandestin lui
vaut une deuxiéme capture en 1984,
suivie de bastonnades en régle. Tout
ceci ne constitue que le début d'une

longue suite d'arrestations plus ou
moins longues, de séances de torture
les unes les plus infames que les
autres. Et ce, méme aprés la chute et le
départ en exil de Jean-Claude
Duvalier, en février 1986.

Un acteur incontournable sur la
scéne politique

Duvalier parti, il poursuit la lutte. Les
gouvernements se suivent mais se
ressemblent. De 1986 a 1989, devenu
un acteur incontournable, il est de
toutes les négociations organisées par
le secteur démocratique. Le KID
(Konvansyon Inite Demokratik), qu'il
fonde en 1986, s'associe au Groupe 54
durant la grande mobilisation de 1'été
1987. Avec la CATH (Centre
Autonome des Travailleurs Haitiens),
il offre sa contribution pour créer
I'Organisation  populaire ~ OP17
regroupant les militaires progressistes
qui ont renversé le général Henri
Namphy le 17 septembre 1988. Pour
ne citer que ces deux exemples.

Les gouvernements militaires qui suc-
cédent a celui de Jean-Claude
Duvalier poursuivent dans la méme
veine, frappant durement les militants
démocrates trop remuants et trop
bruyants. C'est ainsi qu'Evans Paul,
pris dans un piége tendu par un "
attaché ", se retrouve en 1989 dans les
gedles des Casernes Dessalines ou il
est sauvagement battu. L'opinion
publique se souvient encore de cette
image diffusée sur les ondes de la
télévision d'Etat, ot on le voit avec
d'autres camarades, baptisés les " pris-
onniers de la Toussaint ", le visage
atrocement tuméfié, ensanglanté et
presque défiguré par les coups de
matraque de ses bourreaux. Une image
qui choque l'opinion publique d'alors
et qui conduit, quelques temps plus
tard, a la destitution d'Avril en mars
1990. Encore convalescent, Evans
Paul quitte Boston ou il se faisait
soigner des blessures de la Toussaint
pour rentrer illico en Haiti afin de ne
pas rater la mise en place du processus
de transition, qui va aboutir a la nom-
ination de Me Ertha Pascale Trouillot,
présidente de la Cour de cassation,
chargée, en tant que Présidente provi-
soire de la République, d'organiser les
¢lections.

Avec I'émergence du curé de St Jean
Bosco, Jean-Bertrand Aristide, sur la
scéne politique, on retrouvera Evans
Paul a ses cotés, dirigeant sa cam-
pagne pour les ¢élections générales du
16 décembre 1990. C'est a l'issue de
ces joutes ¢lectorales qu'Artistide est
¢lu président et lui, maire de Port-au-
Prince. A I'Hotel de Ville, il ne connait
cependant que des déboires, n'ayant
pu prendre fonction que pendant huit
mois et en deux temps (en 1991 et en
1993). 11 a juste le temps de créer le
COMUREM (Conseil métropolitain
urbain de Port-au-Prince). Son plan
d'aménagement de la région métropol-
itaine ne peut étre appliqué, coup d'E-
tat et autres mécomptes obligent.

Le nouveau maire ne va pas tarder a
prendre méthodiquement ses distances
avec son ancien allié, Aristide, a cause
de désaccord sur la gestion du pouvoir
de ce dernier. Il constate un virage pas
trop catholique chez l'ancien " prétre

Evans Paul, Premier ministre désigné

des pauvres ".

Mais le coup d'état du 30 septembre
1991, qui renverse le président
Aristide aprés seulement sept mois
d'exercice du pouvoir, va leur faire
oublier leur différend pour mettre 1'ac-
cent sur la nécessité de " retourner a
I'ordre constitutionnel ". Ce martyr de
la cause démocratique va une fois
encore connaitre l'horreur de la vio-
lence des militaires des Forces armées
d'Haiti. Alors que plusieurs politiciens
sont a 'aéroport International de Port-
au-Prince, le 8 octobre 1991, en par-
tance pour le Venezuela ou se trouvait
le président renversé Aristide en vue
d'initier des négociations, c'est Evans
Paul, lors Maire de Port-au-Prince, qui
est ciblé. Les soldats s'abattent
sauvagement sur lui, lui brisant trois
cotes.

C'est encore lui qui prend sur lui d'ini-
tier les négociations avec les
putschistes qui devaient conduire a la
signature de 1'Accord de Governors'
Island en juillet 1993, arrangement
qui,comme on le sait, n'a pas été suivi
d'effet.

Son exemple : Nelson Mandela

Le fait d'avoir a maintes reprises frolé
la mort ne semble pas avoir écorné sa
confiance dans I'humain. " J'arrive a
pardonner mes gedliers ", confie-t-il.
Ayant pour modele Nelson Mandela,
Evans Paul fait partie de ces rares
hommes politiques de chez nous qui
ne portent pas en eux l'esprit de
vengeance et de représailles, sans pour
autant exclure le besoin de justice
exprimé par les citoyens.

Ses proches estiment que cette capac-
ité vient de son " caractére généreux ".
D'autres pensent que cette attitude
s'est acquise avec l'expérience, qui
faconne une vision plus moderne de la
politique. Une pratique ou le dialogue
devrait fonder les rapports entre les
acteurs, méme s'ils campent sur des
positions antagoniques. D'autres souti-
ennent que son approche modérée a a
voir avec les séminaires qu'il a suivis
sur la réconciliation et le consensus

politiques en Afrique du Sud. Il a tou-
jours a l'esprit l'exemple de Nelson
Mandela dont les années de prison a
Robben Island n'ont pas entamé ses
¢lans de fraternité et de compréhen-
sion vis-a-vis de l'autre. Serge Gilles
(PANPRA) et lui ont fait partie, a deux
reprises, d'une délégation qui a voy-
agé, en 1994, en Afrique du Sud pour
suivre le déroulement du processus de
dialogue entre I'ANC (parti de
Mandela) et le NP (Parti National) qui
soutenait l'apartheid. Mission qui a été
financée par I'ONG, le National
Democratic Institute (NDI).

C'est dans la logique d'une vision
basée sur le dialogue au lieu de la
force que le ler janvier 2014, on le
voit aux Gonaives, bavardant de bon
cceur tout sourire avec deux de ses ex-
tortionnaires. Beaucoup, surtout parmi
les radicaux, l'ont trés vertement cri-
tiqué pour cette approche qui, de leur
avis, laisse le champ libre aux pra-
tiques d'impunité. Mais d'autres ont
apprécié¢ ce geste qui donne de lui
Iimage dun homme de pardon,
soucieux de consensus. Mais pour
Evans Paul, il s'agit d'un geste d'a-
paisement, convaincu que seuls le par-
don et la réconciliation peuvent con-
duire & un ordre socio-politique rela-
tivement stable. Ce qu'il appelle le "
chemin du vivre ensemble ". " Le
vivre-ensemble veut dire, pour moi, le
respect de l'opinion de l'autre. Le
respect de la position de l'autre. Le
respect du droit de l'autre d'exister
comme personne et de vivre normale-
ment. ", explique-t-il.

Dans I'opinion, il est per¢gu comme un
opposant modéré qui émet des cri-
tiques " de maniére sobre,
respectueuse, rationnelle et équilibrée
". " Ce qui rend ses prises de position
plus crédibles aux yeux de l'opinion ",
entend-on souvent. C'est cette espece
de sagesse qu'il dégage, son sens de
'équilibre et son c6té rassembleur qui
semblent Iui avoir valu d'étre choisi
pour le poste de Premier ministre. Les
observateurs pensent qu'il est celui qui
sera capable de rétablir la confiance
des acteurs sur le terrain, de s'allier les
partis politiques modérés et de calmer
les ardeurs de I'opposition
jusqu'auboutiste.

Ancien proche du Président Aristide,
il saura rassurer a la fois les Lavalas et
les partisans de Michel Martelly,
indiquent les proches d'Evans Paul. "
Il est le seul ayant cette capacité de
rassembleur & méme de faire ce trait
d'union nécessaire et indispensable
pour apporter la paix dans le pays ",
estiment-ils encore. Aux parlemen-
taires, ou il compte d'anciens cama-
rades de combat, il pourra également
donner une certaine garantie par sa
sagesse et son esprit de compromis.
Son défi : convaincre le Président et
les acteurs politiques dont les intéréts
sont divergents qu'il n'y a qu'un seul
dénominateur commun Haiti.
Gageons, comme dit ['autre, qu'il
saura mettre son expertise et son
expérience politique a la disposition
du pays a un moment difficile et
décisif de son histoire.

JACMEL - Partiellement détruit par
le tremblement de terre en 2010, le
nouvel hépital de Jacmel, en recon-
struction par la Croix-Rouge canadi-
enne et américaine, résistera a toute
éventuelle catastrophe qui frappera
Haiti.

«C’est construit avec les standards
sismiques japonais et canadiens.
C’est un souci trés important de la
part de la Croix-Rouge pour donner
une sécurit€é aux gens», assure
I’ingénieur Lenin Cruz de la firme
Aedifica.

«On contrdle la qualité du béton mais
aussi la qualité et la proportion des
armatures pour les efforts de ten-
siony, a-t-il expliqué au Journal lors
d’une visite de chantier, a quelques
pas d’un autre pavillon médical qui a
tenu le coup et n’a jamais cessé d’ac-
cueillir des patients.

L’hopital St-Michel de Jacmel est un
centre de santé majeur qui dessert
une population de 650 000 personnes
dans le département du Sud-Est. Le
nouvel édifice de deux étages, dont
I’ouverture est prévue cet été, com-
prendra une cinquantaine de lits et

des services de consultation externe,
notamment [’ophtalmologie et la
dentisterie. S’y grefferont une cui-
sine, une buanderie et un systéme
moderne de traitement des eaux
usées.

«La communauté de Jacmel fait face
a des problemes sérieux de santé, non
seulement au niveau structurel mais
aussi au niveau des ressources
humaines et des équipements médi-

caux. Alors avec cet hopital, nous
aurons une structure moderne et des
équipements modernes et ¢a va nous
permettre d’attirer des spécialistes et
des patients qui étaient réticents a se
déplacer», se réjouit le Dr Newton
Jeudy, directeur médical de 1’hopital.

Investissement de 35 millions $

La Croix-Rouge canadienne a investi
environ 35 millions $ dans cet hopi-

tal et dans la conversion de quatre
dispensaires en véritables centres de
santé, situés en zone rurale dans la
méme région.

«La différence, c’est que les centres
de santé¢ ont une salle de maternité
avec une résidence pour le personnel
médical. Ca, c’est hyper important
parce qu’en régions ¢loignées, les
méres qui devaient accoucher per-
daient souvent leur enfant parce
qu’elles ne pouvaient pas se rendre a
un centre de santé parce qu’il n’y en
avait pas», explique la porte-parole
de la  Croix-Rouge, France
Hurtubise.

«Quand on est arrivés en 2010, on a
choisi Jacmel et la communauté du
Sud-Est pour implanter nos pro-
grammes. On a commencé par con-
struire 7 500 abris a Jacmel et a
Léogane. Mais on s’était dits qu’en
plus des abris, on allait rester dans
ces communautés et offrir des servic-
es. Pour la Croix-rouge canadienne,
maintenant, la majorité de son action
est a Jacmel.»

Cette attaque désignée comme un "attentat terror-
iste" et un "acte de haine", a donné licu a de nom-
breuses réactions politiques francaises et interna-
tionales. Barack Obama, Raul Castro, Vladimir
Poutine, Angela Merke, Dilma Roussef, Michel
Martelly et autres chefs d'Etat du monde entier ont
déploré cet attentat qui constitue le plus meurtrier
depuis 1961 en France.

A la suite de cet attentat, des marches citoyennes et
républicaines, en solidarité avec I'hebdomadaire et
les autres victimes, ont été organisées les 10 et 11
janvier 2015 pour dénoncer le terrorisme et
défendre la liberté d'expression. La marche du 11
janvier a particulierement rassemblé pres de 2 000
000 de personnes dans la capitale frangaise et 1 500
000 dans le reste du pays. Une cinquantaine de
chefs d'Etat et de gouvernement y prennent égale-
ment part.

Les tireurs de Charlie Hebdo

Les principaux meurtriers de Charlie Hebdo sont
deux fréres, Chérif et Said Kouachi, 32 et 34 ans,
d'ascendance musulmane (tués un jour plus tard
pendant l'assaut donné par le GIGN a Dammartin,
au nord de Paris, ou ils s'étaient réfugiés dans I'en-
treprise CTD, prenant pas moins de 16 personnes
en otage).

Ces deux fréres de l'ordre islamiste sont de ce
groupe d'extrémistes qui veulent terroriser le
monde entier pour la plus grande gloire du
Prophéte Mahomet.

L'un d'eux a affirmé étre missionné par Al Qaida du

voisin, des deux tireurs cagoulés, vétus de noir,

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gilets porte-chargeurs sur la poitrine, qui pro-
gressent dans la rue a la fagon de soldats d'¢lite et
exécutent sans hésiter un policier gisant a terre, a
glacé le sang des observateurs et révélé un entraine-
ment quasi militaire.

"lls ont forcément regu une formation de type mi
litaire. Ce ne sont pas des illuminés qui ont agi sur
un coup de téte", assure une source policiére, qui
souligne qu'ils tiennent leurs pistolets-mitrailleurs
serrés preés du corps et tirent au coup par coup et
non par rafales, ce qui démontre qu'ils ont été
entrainés a s'en servir.

Les deux hommes connaissaient 'horaire de la con-
férence de rédaction de I'hebdomadaire, ils exécu-
tent leur plan sans coup férir, sans étre arrétés par le
policier armé chargé de la protection rapprochée de
Charb, directeur de Charlie Hebdo, qui n'a pas eu le
temps d'intervenir et fait partie des victimes. Puis
dans leur fuite, ils croisent des policiers, qu'ils tuent
ou mettent en fuite, leur tirant dessus avec une pré-
cision de combattants aguerris.

Al-Qaida au Yémen revendique I'attaque
contre Charlie Hebdo

Al-Qaida au Yémen a revendiqué l'attaque, affir-
mant avoir agi sur ordre de son chef Ayman al-
Zawabhiri pour "venger" Mahomet, caricaturé par le

journal satirique frangais.

"Des héros ont été recrutés et ils ont agi, ils ont
promis et sont passés a l'acte a la grande satisfac-
tion des musulmans", a déclaré Nasser al-Ansi, un
responsable d'Al-Qaida dans la péninsule arabique
(Agpa), dans une vidéo diffusée sur un site
islamiste et jugée "authentique" par les renseigne-
ments américains. Il faisait référence aux freres
Kouachi, dont l'un s'est réclamé d'Aqpa apres la
tuerie.

"L'opération (a Paris) a ét¢ menée sur ordre de
notre émir général Ayman al-Zawabhiri et conformé-
ment a la volonté posthume d'Oussama ben
Laden", I'ex-chef d'Al-Qaida tué par les Américains
en 2011, a dit Nasser al-Ansi.

Selon lui, "la coordination avec le leader de I'at-
taque (contre Charlie Hebdo) s'est effectuée par
l'intermédiaire de cheikh Anwar al-Aulaqi", ex-
chef américano-yéménite d'Aqpa tué par un drone
américain en 2011, ce qui donne a penser que ce
dernier a pu rencontrer un frére Kouachi.

Nasser al-Ansi a également rendu hommage a
Amédy Coulibali, I'auteur de 'attaque menée deux
jours plus tard contre un supermarché de Paris
ayant provoqué la mort de quatre juifs. "Ca a été
par la grace de Dieu que l'opération (contre Charlie
Hebdo) a coincidé avec la sienne."

"Tant que ses soldats occupent des pays comme le
Mali et le Centrafrique et bombardent nos peuples
en Syrie et en Irak, et tant que sa presse stupide
continue a porter atteinte a notre prophéte, la
France s'exposera au pire", a dit Al-Qaida au
Maghreb islamique (Aqmi).

Charlie Hebdo avait recu
des ""menaces récentes'

Symbole d'une presse libre et frondeuse, 1'hebdo-
madaire satirique Charlie Hebdo, avait déja été la
cible ces dernicres années de menaces et d'un
incendie criminel aprés la publication de carica-
tures de Mahomet en novembre 2011. Plusieurs
des responsables du journal avaient alors été placés
sous protection judiciaire. L'un des policiers tués
assurait la protection de Charb, le directeur de la
publication, lui aussi mort.

Charlie Hebdo avait publié¢ en septembre 2012 une
caricature de Mahomet sur laquelle le prophéte de
la religion musulmane apparaissait nu, a quatre
pattes, les testicules pendantes et une étoile sur
I'anus. L'une des dernieres caricatures de Charlie
Hebdo montre le prophéte en train de grogner en
disant : quel malheur d'avoir pour partisans des
idiots !

Faut-il souligner que les caricatures visaient
"clairement une fraction", a savoir les terroristes,
"et non l'ensemble de la communauté musulmane".

"Il y a des menaces constantes depuis la publication
des caricatures de Mahomet", a confirmé I'avocat
Richard Malka, 1'avocat de Charlie Hebdo. "Ca fait
huit ans qu'on vit sous la menace, qu'il y a des pro-
tections mais il n'y a rien a faire contre des barbares
qui viennent avec des kalachnikov", a également
ajouté Malka. "On imaginait le pire et le ministére
de I'Intérieur avait évalué les menaces a un tel

Cependant, de nombreuses personnes se désoli-
darisent déja du mouvement, pour différentes
raisons. Elles ne veulent pas étre associées a la
mobilisation "Je suis Charlie". De nombreux tweets
ont fait fleurir des messages de type "ils l'ont bien
cherché ", oscillant entre la haine réelle ou la stu-
pidité a l'état pur. Ces derniéres estiment que cer-
taines publications de Charlie Hebdo sont racistes,
offensantes, sexistes, islamophobes, etc.

Rien ne nous oblige a étre toujours Charlie. On peut
boycotter un journal d'opinion, un spectacle, ne pas
lui donner d'argent, l'attaquer par sa plume et
réfuter ses propos jugés odieux. Seule la violence
est exclue.

Ainsi, on n'arrive a ne pas comprendre comment on
peut assimiler 'humour d'une bande de dessina-
teurs et de journalistes a l'acte d'agression physique
ou verbale qui est la définition méme du racisme,
du sexisme ou de l'islamophobie. Les caricatures de
Charlie Hebdo ne sont pas une agression, mais du
rire des autres quand l'intention n'est pas d'attaquer
mais de dénoncer.

C'est ce
qui fait qu'un opposant au régime Martelly, un
opposant au régime cubain ou méme un peshmerga
kurde peut dire " Je suis Charlie " autant que tout
citoyen du monde qui se bat pour son droit a s'ex-
primer librement.
