NORTH MIAMI, FL --
Politics is a dirty game, a
nasty business. Some will
tell you if you can't stand
the heat, you need to get out
of the 'political kitchen.'

Some research suggests
negative campaigning is the

norm in all political venues.
During campaign season,
every opportunity is a good
opportunity for a candidate
to tackle his/her opponents,
make them look bad in the
eyes of the constituents.

Among the most effective
techniques used in negative
campaigning is running

advertisements attacking an
opponent's  personality,
record, or opinion. It seems
that Haitian-American for-
mer State Representative
Philipp Brutus, who is run-
ning for the newly redrawn
Florida Senate District 38,

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Haitian woman gives birth to Zika hahy in Florida after coming to
America for medical treatment - making child the fourth born in the
U.S. with defects caused hy virus

A baby has been born in Florida with defects
caused by the Zika virus after its mother traveled to
the U.S. from Haiti to give birth.

The mother - who has not been identified - con-
tracted Zika abroad before entering the country,
officials said.

The child was born with microcephaly, a condition
that causes babies to be born with shrunken heads
and often leads to developmental issues.

The baby is the fourth child to be born in the U.S.
with defects caused by Zika after their mothers
contracted the incurable virus while abroad.

The Florida Department of Health confirmed the
birth on Tuesday, but did not say when or at what
hospital the baby was born.

The woman is a Haitian citizen, officials con-
firmed. It is not known whether she entered the
country illegally.

The baby is a U.S. citizen because it was born on
American soil, meaning the cost of the child's care
will likely be covered - at least in part - by the state.

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention
estimated earlier this year that it costs between
$1million and $10million to treat a child with
microcephaly throughout their lifetime.

Florida Governor Rick Scott said: 'It is heartbreak-
ing to learn that a baby has been born with Zika-
related microcephaly in our state and my thoughts
and prayers are with the mother and child.'

defects was born in Hawaii in January.

Its mother is believed to have contracted the virus
while living in Brazil, before returning to Hawaii to
give birth in a hospital in Oahu.

Another child was born with microcephaly in New
Jersey in June after its mother flew in from
Honduras specifically for treatment.

The 31-year-old woman visited a doctor in
Honduras after suffering a rash and a fever - both
symptoms of Zika - but after an ultrasound she was
told she would be fine.

She was eventually diagnosed with Zika in
Honduras before she traveled to New Jersey, where
she has relatives, Fox News Latino reported.

The young mother - whose name was not released
publicly - may have entered the country on a tourist
visa.

The US Customs and Border Patrol Agency
declined to comment on the woman's immigration
status.

A government report released earlier this month -
before the birth of the child in Florida - said three
babies with defects caused by the Zika virus had
been born in the U.S., implying that another baby
has been born with microcephaly.

Three other Zika-infected fetuses were 'lost', the
report stated, though it did not say whether they
were miscarried, stillborn or aborted.

There are currently 820 cases of adults with Zika in
the United States. All the cases are connected to
travel to areas with outbreaks of the mosquito-
borne virus, primarily Latin America and the
Caribbean. There has been no local spread of Zika
in the U.S.

There is a range Zika-related birth defects. The
most common, and most obvious, is microcephaly,
which stunts the development of the baby's brain,
leaving the skull abnormally small.

Infected babies may also have excess fluid in and
around the brain, abnormal eye development, club-
foot, inflexible joints, and calcium deposits in the
brain.

Researchers estimate that for every 100 pregnan-
cies involving women infected early in their preg-
nancy, one to 15 per cent will develop severe birth
defects.

Fear of the virus spreading has led some athletes -
such as golfer Rory Mcllroy - to pull out of this
summer's Olympics in Brazil.

There is currently no cure for Zika in humans, but
a successful vaccine trial using mice has led to fur-
ther trials on humans being announced for later this
year.

Elvis Dumervil took his first trip to
Haiti not only to see where his mother
and ancestors came from, but also to
see first-hand how his rebuilding effort
is helping a nation that is struggling
six years removed from a catastrophic
earthquake.

The Baltimore Ravens linebacker is
building 58 houses for those in need in
Haiti -- which corresponds with his
jersey number -- in an effort to raise
support for a country where 85,000 are
still homeless due to the earthquake
and 200,000 more are living in slum
tents. This project will cost Dumervil
$377,000, or $6,500 per house.

Last weekend, Dumervil accompanied
New Story Charity to see the first fam-
ilies move from the slums into their
newly built homes in Bercy, Haiti.

"My greatest feeling beside my wife
and my daughter is hitting the quarter-
back. This is up there," Dumervil said
of the experience. "It was such a ful-
filling moment to see happiness and
see people appreciate a 600-square
foot little room in their house. It just
changes your whole perspective and
how fortunate we are. It's humbling."

Haiti touches close to home for
Dumervil: His mother lived there for
21 years before leaving for the United
States; and he was able to get his
grandmother out of the country just
before the 7.0-magnitude earthquake

hit in January 2010.

After that tragedy, Dumervil was on
national television urging people to
send donations. But based on his visit
there, he is skeptical about the amount
of funds that got to Haiti. He was dis-
gusted with the amount of people who
are living in slum tents surrounded by
trash and who have no access to toi-
lets.

"I don't know how much was actually
given to those people, but not all of it,"
Dumervil said. "Now I'm in a position
with my own capital resources to
negotiate with certain people and
make sure that I can put action to my
words and start doing things from my
standpoint before asking people for
money and help for the cause."

There are 24 houses already built by
Dumervil's project, and Mission of
Hope is helping with the selection of
families for the new housing.

Many of the houses reminded
Dumervil of the close quarters in Little
Haiti, a section in Miami where
Dumervil went to elementary school
and middle school. Dumervil, his
mother and his brother all lived in a
one-bedroom apartment that they rent-
ed from a church member.

"Going [to Haiti] really brought up a
lot of memories from my childhood
that I really don't talk about a lot,"
Dumervil said. "My mom taught me,
'In life, you don't feel sorry for your-
self. If you want something, you have

to earn it.""

Dumervil calls his mother his role
model. She worked as many as three
jobs, and that included working over-
time and on the weekends.

"Now I see why her DNA is the way it
is,” Dumervil said. "You go back [to
Haiti] to see how it is -- it's normal."

The work is far from done in Haiti.
Dumervil is hoping his charitable
effort will spur others to do the same
and that it will become the first step in
a movement for the country. There are
currently more than 50 NFL players

"I know Haiti has had a lot of aware-
ness, but there is a difference between
activity and productivity," Dumervil
said. "I don't want to take nothing
away from people who have actually
done things and have sent things to
Haiti. They are good people. But in the
whole grand scheme of things, six
years later, there are people still living
in slum tents from the earthquake.
Something is wrong, because as much
awareness that Haiti has gotten, that
makes no sense to me. Hopefully, this
can inspire into something bigger."

Florida Gov. Rick Scott won’t
endorse Sen. Marco Rubio’s newly
announced reelection bid, painting
the incumbent’s Republican oppo-
nent as a good friend, businessman
and an outsider.

Scott offered praise in a Facebook
post published Thursday for busi-
nessman Carlos Beruff, a Republican
running for the seat that until recent-
ly Rubio (R-Fla.) said he would
vacate after this year. Recalling his
own campaign as a “political out-
sider" in 2010, Scott said Florida vot-
ers should decide who represents
them.

“The voters of Florida deserve the

opportunity to consider his candida-
cy alongside Senator Rubio and
make their own decision,” Scott
wrote. “The opinions of the political
class in Washington are not relevant
to the voters of Florida. Florida
Republicans will pick the nominee
on their own.”

Rubio had insisted even after drop-
ping out of the presidential race that
he would return to private life and
not seek a second term as senator.
The Florida Republican changed his
mind after much prodding from his
Capitol Hill colleagues and
announced this week that he would,
in fact, run.

A Quinnipiac University poll out this
week shows Rubio as the strongest

understands the dirty game of politics
well as he already started attacking
one of his opponents: Daphne
Campbell, member of the Florida
House of Representatives represent-
ing the 108th District, which includes
Miami and North Miami in northern
Miami-Dade County.

Since last month, Brutus embarked on
a large distribution campaign to paint
a 'negative picture' of the Rep on the
social media. He also sent it to most
of the Haitian radio broadcasters and
publications. The picture shows
Campbell apparently caught napping
during a session (or public event) in
Tallahassee.

On June 22 (1:06am), Brutus posted
the picture to his Facebook page with
the message: ""Our State Rep had at
work in Tallahassee. Can she really
handle the Senate? You be the
Judge."

Through this negative image, Brutus
questioned Daphne Campbell's pres-
ence in Tallahassee. The picture
makes the public believe that
Campbell is not always invested in
her political job during her sojourn in
the capital of Florida. While serving
as a member of the Florida congress
to defend the interests of her con-
stituents, Campbell is seen abandon-
ing all discussion to make the ses-
sions her own private nap time.
Sources close to Brutus said the can-
didate plans to attack all his oppo-
nents in the days to come by using
many negative campaign strategies.

This negative campaigning tactic
used by Philipp Brutus - using this
secret leaked piece of evidence -
could cause damage for Campbell's
reputation during the upcoming pri-
mary election set for the last Tuesday
of next month. Many observers
believe Campbell will fight back for
her image in the crowded race. We
have to wait and see.

Perhaps people may need to be aware
that one picture is a millisecond of
time and can not, nor should not, rep-
resent a person's dedication to his or
her constituents. This isn't meant to
defend Daphne Campbell, but rather
highlight the arbitrary nature of nega-
tive political campaigns.

It's usually form for those without a
solid foundation to sift through
mountains of good works their oppo-
nents have done just to find one
image or quote to paint them as being
unfit for office.

In the end, we the people need to be
aware of the impact negative cam-
paigning has and focus on the qualifi-
cations of each candidate, rather than
what one person may point out about
others. After all, would it be fair to be
thought of as being lazy in our own
life because someone captured and
released a picture of us sitting on the
couch one afternoon following 20
hours of hard work?

Philipp Brutus may want to focus
more on why we should elect him, on
his merits rather than his ability to
disparage his opponents for minor

things, and remember 'what's good
for the goose is good for the gander,'
which means he can certainly dish out
dirt, but will he be able to handle it
when someone returns the favor? We
shall see.

Until May 31st, records show that
Daphne Campbell (DEM) collected
$27,941.25, while Brutus, who regis-
tered as a No Party Affiliate (NPA),
loaned himself $10,000.00.
Accountant Anis Blemur collected
$10,670 and loaned himself
$10,200.00. But Blemur campaign
finance activity is already in the red
with a total of expense of $26,568.11.
Among all nine candidates for this
seat, including former North Miami
Mayor Kevin Burns, Jason Pizzo
(DEM), attorney, businessman, and
former prosecutor within the Miami-
Dade County State Attorney's Office,
is the heaviest candidate in terms of
finances. Pizzo, who recently entered
the race after news that incumbent
Gwen Margolis announced she is no
longer running for re-election, loaned
himself $200,000.

You will need to fill out Form
DS-160, submit a photograph, and
pay the application fee of $160

view with an immigration officer.
The wait time to receive an inter-
view varies in each country.
Usually, the embassy will not
require an interview if you are 13
and younger or 80 and older, how-
ever, the immigration officer has
the discretion to require an inter-
view, regardless of age.

Make sure to present your valid
passport for travel. Your passport
must be valid for at least six months
beyond your stay in the US. Also be
prepared to present documents
showing the purpose of your trip.
You must also show that you the
intent in returning to your home
country after your short trip to the
US. Your financial records showing
that you will be able to cover your
expenses during your stay. Copies
of your bank statements and proof
of current and continuing employ-
ment can be very useful. If a third
party will be covering your expens-
es, a notarized letter from that party
and a copy of their bank documents
or tax returns will be necessary.

The most important factor in your

application for a visitor visa is
showing that you have strong ties to
your home country. The immigra-
tion officer will spend the majority
of the interview trying to determine
whether you have the intent of
returning to your home country. To
apply for a B-1/B-2 visa, you must
demonstrate that you do not have
the intention of overstaying your
visa by providing proof that the
purpose of your trip to the United
States is for a temporary visit, such
as business, pleasure, or medical
treatment. That you plan to remain
in the United States for a specific,
limited period of time. That you
have a residence outside the United
States, as well as other binding
social or economic ties, that will
ensure your return abroad at the end
of your visit. A letter of invitation
or an affidavit of support from a US
citizen is not mandatory. If the
immigration officer determines that
you qualify for a visitor visa, they
will issue visa that is added to your
passport. A visitor visa is issued for
a specific period of time that allows
you to travel back and forth from
your home country to the US.

A visa does not guarantee entry into
the US. When you arrive to the US,
immigration officers from the
Department of Homeland Security
and U.S Customs and Border
Protection have the discretion to
permit or deny entry to the US. If
you are allowed to enter, an [-94,
Arrival/Departure Record, will be
issued. The 1-94 will specify how
long you are allowed to stay in the
US during that one trip. You must
depart the US before the 1-94
expires or else you will be out of
status and your visitor visa will be
cancelled.

On June 21, the New York City Council unani-
mously passed Brooklyn Councilmember
Mathieu Eugene's resolutions calling on New
York and the United States to recognize the con-
tributions Haitians have made in America by
establishing a Haitian Day.

Resolution 687 establishes Oct. 9 — which signi-
fies the Battle of Savannah, when Haitian soldiers
fought for freedom with the United States —
annually as New York City Haitian Day, in recog-
nition of the historic contributions of the Haitians
to the city of New York.

Resolution 664 calls upon the United States
Congress and the New York state Legislature to
pass — and the president of the United States and
governor of the state of New York to sign — leg-
islation to establish Oct. 9 annually as Haitian
Day in recognition of the historic contributions of
Haitians to the United States of America.

"We are lucky to live in one of the most diverse
places in the world,” said Eugene. “The character
of New York has been shaped by so many differ-
ent cultures, and since the beginning of American
history, Haiti has helped shape this great nation.
My resolutions illustrate how the contributions of
Haitians have made an impact in New York City,
as well as the United States.

"Haitians are architects, lawyers, doctors, authors,
musicians and [are] involved in every vocation
possible, and together, we have made tremendous
contributions to American art, medicine, law, cul-
ture and most importantly, the history of the
nation,” Eugene added.

Notably, Haitian soldiers helped the United States
fight for its freedom at the Battle of Savannah in
1779; Chicago was founded by Jean Baptiste
Point du Sable; and the Louisiana Purchase,
which nearly doubled the amount of land owned
by the United States, was only made possible
because of the re-volution in Haiti, led by
Toussaint L'Ouverture.

Haiti is a country that has always stood for free-
dom. In 1804, Haiti became the first black repub-
lic to abolish slavery. It has always been a place
that promotes liberty and working with one anoth-
er to accomplish a greater good for mankind.

Eugene made history by becoming the first
Haitian-born official elected to the New York City
Council. He was also the first to win his seat over-
whelmingly in two special elections just a few
months apart, causing some to dub him “The
Haitian Sensation.”

Prior to the vote at the Stated Meeting, notable
members of the Haitian community testified at the
Cultural Affairs Committee hearing to share the
impact of these resolutions, and how important it
is to honor their Haitian ancestors who have made
such monumental contributions.

After both hearings, Eugene hosted a reception at
Brooklyn Borough Hall to commemorate the his-
toric day. Peter Helder Bernard, the new Consul
General of Haiti, was present for this historic res-
olution. Also in attendance  were
Councilmembers Laurie Cumbo, Inez Barron and
Brad Lander.

"Haitians are a strong, courageous, determined
and self-reliant people. This legislation will
inspire my younger Haitian brothers and sisters to
do their part for the betterment of society," said
Eugene.

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Tim Canova, a law professor special-
izing in banking and finance, who is a
first-time political candidate chal-
lenging U.S. Rep. Debbie Wasserman
Schultz, was also among the demo-
cratic candidates who made the
rounds of caucuses in different rooms.
According to electoral records,
Canova already raised more than $2
million for his campaign just in the
past month. Meeting for the first time
with members of the Haitian-
American political group, Canova
said it was a wonderful opportunity
for him to learn about the Democratic
Haitian-American Caucus of Florida's
outreach programs.

The Democratic Haitian-American
Caucus of Florida (DHACF) had a
two-hour session (9 AM to 11 AM,
Room 212/213), where members had
the opportunity to debate amongst
themselves the many issues affecting
South Florida's Haitian community. It
was a good opportunity for Haitian-
American candidates and non
Haitian-American candidates who
want to represent districts with a sig-
nificant Haitian population to make
their case before the caucus audience.
Even though there are many Haitian-
American democratic candidates run-
ning for office in the upcoming pri-
mary elections in Florida, it was
unfortunate that the majority of them
were nowhere to be found in that
room.

The session started with the pledge of
allegiance, followed by an introduc-
tion presented by Ms. Evelyn T.
Garcia, co-founder of the DHACEF.
Dr. Larry Pierre, M.D., DHACF
President followed to welcome every-
one in attendance.

Dr. Cassandra Theramene, Ed, D,
Executive Director of the Haitian
Americans for Progress, the event
program director who also served as
MC, then took some time to discuss
the mission of this political Pac and
what it has already achieved in recent
years, since its inception.

Ms. Dotie Joseph, Esq., past president
of the Haitian American Lawyers
Association, took to the podium to
offer her input to that important polit-
ical session. However, Ms. Joann
Milord, Executive Director of the
Haitian American Chamber of
Commerce of Florida (HACCOF),
who was listed in the program docu-
ment as a speaker, was absent. When
time came to call Ms. Milord to the
podium, the program director had to
find a way to excuse Ms. Milord's
absence.

District 95, which covers Plantation
to Margate in Broward County, home
of a large Haitian population.

DHACF’s mission statement is to
engage the  Haitian-American
Community of Florida in the political
process at the local, state and national
levels, to elect great Democrats
including those of Haitian descent.

Urinary Tract Infections are not Sexually Transmitted

Many believe that urinary
tract infections may be
sexually transmitted. In
reality, the bacteria that
cause UTIs are very dif-
ferent from the sexually
transmitted microbes.

Normally, urine is sterile
(free from micro-organ-
isms). This means that it is
free of bacteria, viruses,
and fungi but does contain
fluids, salts, and waste
products. An infection
occurs when tiny organisms, usually bacteria from the
digestive tract, travel to the opening of the urethra (blad-
der outlet) and begin to grow in large numbers. The ure-
thra is the tube that carries urine from the bladder to out-
side the body. Most infections arise from one type of
bacteria, Escherichia coli (E. coli), which normally live
in the colon. Other bacteria, such as Klebsiella,
Enterococcus, and Pseudomnas are less frequent. These
bacteria are very different from the STDs microbes.

In many cases, bacteria first travels to the urethra. When
bacteria multiply, an infection can occur. An infection
limited to the urethra is called urethritis. If bacteria
move to the bladder and multiply, a bladder infection,
called cystitis, results. If the infection is not treated
promptly, bacteria may then travel farther up the ureters
to multiply and infect the kidneys. A kidney infection is
called pyelonephritis. A kidney infection (pyelonephri-
tis), is typically more serious than a bladder infection
(cystitis). Pyelonephritis is often associated with fever,
back pain and nausea, which may require hospitaliza-
tion. Pyelonephritis can result in damage and scarring of
the kidneys over time.

Microorganisms called Chlamydia and Mycoplasma
may also cause UTIs in both men and women, but these
infections tend to remain limited to the urethra and
reproductive system. Unlike bacteria such as E. coli,
Chlamydia and Mycoplasma may be sexually transmit-
ted, and these infections require treatment of both part-
ners.

The urinary system is structured to help ward off infec-
tion. By far, women are more frequently affected by
UTIs. In men, the prostate gland produces secretions that
slow bacterial growth. In both sexes, immune defenses
also prevent infection. But despite these safeguards,
infections can still occur.

Pyelonephritis is uncommon because the ureters and
bladder normally prevent urine from backing up toward
the kidneys and the flow of urine from the bladder helps
wash bacteria out of the body. Maintaining adequate
hydration may help patients prone to UTIs.

Some people are more prone to getting a UTI than oth-
ers. Any abnormality of the urinary tract that obstructs
the flow of urine (a kidney stone, for example) sets the
stage for an infection. In men, an enlarged prostate gland
can also slow the flow of urine and impede prober blad-
der emptying, thus raising the risk of infection.

A common source of infection is indwelling catheters
(Foley), or tubes, placed in the urethra and bladder. A
person who cannot void or who is unconscious or criti-
cally ill often needs a catheter that stays in place for a
long time. Some people, especially the elderly or those
with nervous system disorders who lose bladder control,
may need a catheter for life. Bacteria on the catheter can
infect the bladder, so hospital staff take special care to
keep the catheter clean and remove it as soon as possi-
ble.

People with diabetes have a higher risk of a UTI because
of changes in the immune system. Any other disorder
that suppresses the immune system raises the risk of a
urinary infection.

UTIs may occur in infants, both boys and girls, who are
born with abnormalities of the urinary tract, which
sometimes need to be corrected with surgery. UTIs are
rarer in boys and young men. In adult women, though,
the rate of UTIs gradually increases with age. Scientists
are not sure why women have more urinary infections
than men. One factor may be that a woman's urethra is
short, allowing bacteria quick access to the bladder.
Also, a woman's urethral opening is near sources of bac-
teria from the anus and vagina. For many women, sexu-
al intercourse seems to trigger an infection, although the

reasons for this linkage are unclear.

According to several studies, women who use a
diaphragm are more likely to develop a UTI than women
who use other forms of birth control. Recently,
researchers found that women whose partners use a con-
dom with spermicidal foam also tend to have growth of
E. coli bacteria in the vagina.

Recurrent Infections

Many women suffer from frequent UTIs. According to
some studies, nearly 20 percent of women who have a
UTI will have another, and 30 percent of those will have
yet another. Of the last group, 80 percent will have
recurrences.

In my opinion, women with recurrent infections should
be evaluated. At a minimum, a renal ultrasound and a
cystourethroscopy should be performed. This allows
evaluation of the upper and lower urinary tract anatomy
for possible treatable causes.

Usually, the latest infection stems from a strain or type
of bacteria that is different from the infection before it,
indicating a separate infection. Even when several UTIs
in a row are due to E. coli, slight differences in the bac-
teria indicate distinct infections.

Research funded by the National Institutes of Health
(NIH) suggests that one factor behind recurrent UTIs
may be the ability of bacteria to attach to cells lining the
urinary tract. A recent NIH-funded study found that bac-
teria formed a protective film on the inner wall of the
bladder in mice. If a similar process can be demonstrat-
ed in humans, the discovery may eventually lead to new
treatments to prevent recurrent UTIs. Another line of
research has indicated that women who are genetically
"non-secretors" of certain blood group antigens may be
more prone to recurrent UTIs because the cells lining the
vagina and urethra may allow bacteria to attach (dock)
more easily. Further research will show whether this
association is sound and proves useful in identifying
women at high risk for UTIs. Probiotics and vaccines are
also being investigated.

Angry over a six-year cholera epidemic in Haiti
traced to infected United Nations peacekeepers,
158 members of Congress asked Secretary of State
John Kerry on Wednesday to pressure the United
Nations for a more effective response, including
reparations to victims.

By official estimates, the epidemic has killed
roughly 10,000 people and sickened more than
800,000 in Haiti, the Western Hemisphere's poor-
est country. Some research has suggested that the
death toll could be far higher.

In a letter sent to Mr. Kerry by Representative John
Conyers Jr., a Michigan Democrat who is the
longest-serving House member, and
Representative Mia Love, a Utah Republican, the
lawmakers expressed exasperation with what they
described as the United Nations' failure to "comply
with its legal and moral obligations to provide
cholera victims with access to an effective reme-
dy."

The letter also chided the Obama administration
for "the State Department's failure to take more
leadership in the diplomatic realm," saying this
could be perceived as a limited American commit-
ment to "an accountable and credible U.N."

While most of the signers were Democrats, the letter
was extraordinary partly because of its bipartisanship in
a climate of polarized politics in Washington.

Cholera, an infection that spreads through water con-
taminated by human waste, had been absent in Haiti for
a century until the arrival of a United Nations peace-
keeping force in 2010 after the country's devastating

earthquake. Medical studies have shown that the disease
was reintroduced via infected members of the peace-
keeping contingent and their faulty sanitation practices,
which leached latrine sewage into the water supply.

While the United Nations has helped in the effort to
combat the epidemic, it has not acknowledged any
responsibility for causing it or provided a way for vic-
tims to seek compensation. It has also refused to recog-
nize the validity of lawsuits by victims, arguing that
diplomatic treaties insulate the United Nations from
such actions.

Lawyers for the victims have filed at least three suits in
the United States, the host country of the United
Nations, which Justice Department lawyers have argued
are invalid. But in March, a federal appeals panel in
New York agreed to consider whether one of those law-
suits could proceed. The panel's decision has not been
announced.

In the meantime, cholera remains embedded in Haiti
and appeared to worsen last year, killing roughly three
dozen people a month.

"The U.N. continues to refuse to even discuss providing
compensation for the losses incurred by those killed and
sickened by the cholera it brought to Haiti, and there is
no notable progress in its proclaimed efforts to provide
the water and sanitation infrastructure necessary to con-
trol the cholera epidemic," the congressional letter to
Mr. Kerry said.

It urged the State Department "to immediately and unre-
servedly exercise its leadership to ensure that the United
Nations take concrete steps to eliminate the cholera epi-
demic."

John Kirby, the State Department spokesman, said, "We
have received Representative Conyers's letter and are
currently preparing a response."”

A United Nations spokesman, Farhan Haq, said in an
email that the organization was "committed to ensuring

best environmental practices throughout all U.N. peace
operations," and that it took urgent action when risks
were identified.

Mr. Haq also said that while the humanitarian response
in Haiti was underfunded, "the United Nations is also
doing its utmost to rally the resources necessary to sup-
port the government's longer-term efforts to eliminate
cholera and improve water and sanitation throughout
the country."

His statement did not address who was responsible for
the epidemic or compensation for its victims. Mr.
Conyers said in a statement that the epidemic was "a
darkening stain on the world's conscience" and was
damaging the United Nations' credibility.

"The U.S. government cannot watch this crisis unfold
from the sidelines," he said. "We need to exercise our
leadership to make sure that cholera is eliminated and
that the U.N. provides due process and remedies to the
victims."

Ms. Love, citing the role of the United States as the
largest financial supporter of the United Nations, said,
"It is critical that we use our influence to ensure the
U.N. takes responsibility for this outbreak and works to
protect the people of Haiti."

Advocates for cholera victims said they were encour-
aged by the letter, which they said sent a strong mes-
sage.

"This letter is a remarkable showing of bipartisanship
and consensus that the U.N.'s stonewalling on cholera
accountability, and the U.S. government's acquiescence
to it, are unacceptable," said Brian Concannon Jr., direc-
tor of the Institute for Justice and Democracy in Haiti, a
Boston-based legal advocacy group.

Signing with
the Lakers could be an ideal spot for Auguste (Note:
son of Jean Bazile Auguste, nephew of former
Haitian army colonel Christophe Dardompre). The
Lakers are in the middle of rebuilding, so they don't
exactly possess a roster loaded with all stars.
Because of this Auguste could find himself a roster
spot if he performs well in the summer league.

Last secason Auguste enjoyed his best season with
Notre Dame. He averaged a double-double with 14

points and 10.7 rebounds a game. His play garnered
him third-team All ACC recognition, as well as a
spot on the All ACC Tournament second team.

One thing Auguste has going for him is that he's big
and for how big he is, he's super athletic. He has the
ability to run the floor and get baskets in transition.
One of his other strengths is how well he plays in the
pick and roll. Him and Demetrius Jackson were
lethal in the pick and roll game.

Auguste definitely has the size and athleticism to
play in the NBA, but he does lack in a few areas. For
one he does possess much of a shot. If Auguste isn't
getting easy layups or dunks, he's most likely not
scoring much. He'll need to improve his shot if he
wants to stick in the NBA longterm. The other knock
on Auguste is that he tends to disappear on the court
for long periods of time. This has to do more with
his focus and mentality rather than physical skill.

At best I can see Auguste
being a role player on an
NBA team whether its the
Lakers or not. He may
never be a starter or a guy
who's going to give you
big minutes, but I can see
him having a role off the
bench for some team. At
worst, Auguste is proba-
bly a guy who could make
a good living playing in
Europe, but hey that's
honestly better than play-
ing in the D-League.

Auguste will start his
NBA career next Friday
as summer league action
begins in Las Vegas.

Auguste and the Lakers will take on the New
Orleans Pelicans.

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Haiti-Politique : 'ajournement de I'assembiée nationale, une tentative
pour hloguer le pays, dénoncent des personnalités politigques

[AlterPresse] --- Le nouvel ajournement de I’assem-
blée nationale, provoqué par des parlementaires
proches du Parti haitien tét kale (Phtk), viserait a
bloquer le pays, dénoncent des personnalités poli-
tiques.

La séance en assemblée nationale, qui n’est pas
arrivée a fixer le sort du président Jocelerme Privert,
dans la soirée du mardi 28 au mercredi 29 juin 2016,
met a nu la mauvaise foi et le manque de conscience
patriotique de ces parlementaires, fustige le Dr
Louis Gérald Gilles, membre du directoire du parti
Fanmi Lavalas.

« Aujourd’hui, le pays ne peut plus souffrir a cause
d’un groupe minoritaire de sénateurs. Ce dernier
représente une source d’instabilité et de blocage
pour le processus démocratique », dénonce-t-il.

Gilles dit regretter combien les marchandages poli-
tiques ont pris la place des intéréts nationaux, lors de
la séance en assemblée nationale qui s’est révélée,
selon lui, « catastrophique ».
